Skip — legislation: SB932 (planning document)

Matt — Any update after Jan 1, 2025, requires county to 1) incorporate Principles of Federal
Highway safety system approach

2) County is required to develop bicycle plans, ped plans, and Traffic Calming Plans.

Plans must: a) Identify safety corridor and any roadway that generates a high concentration of
bicyclist and/ or pedestrians. B) developing safety measures in those areas top reduce potential
of fatalities c) goals to complete actions identified in plan within 25 years after plan is adopted.

Skip — BAC bikeways plan updated as far as ranking criteria/ list (at 10 years old!) move from
BAC to Active Transportation Committee.

AB 2147 — Walking bill. Basically, to eliminate people from being ticketed for J walking. Bikes
able to go at the ped line.

SB 922: Allows exemptions CEQA for bike facilities. Streamline process for bike facilities

AB 1909: 4 changes to CVC to improve bike regulations and safety.

Ed — Define Ebike?
Skip — Ebikes are an electric bicycle. Either pedal or throttle not allowed on Class 1 and 2 lanes
