1. BODY FLUIDS THAT MAY POSE A RISK:

a. Fluids posing a risk as a blood borne pathogen exposure for HIV, HBV and
HCV:

1. Blood

Unfixed tissue or organ from a human (living or dead)

CSF (Cerebrospinal fluid)

Synovial fluid

Amniotic fluid

Peritoneal fluid, Pleural fluid

Any fluid with visible blood.

b. Fluids posing extremely low risk for HIV, HBV, and HCV (unless visible blood):
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Tears
Sweat
Saliva
Urine
Stool
Vomitus

Nasal secretions
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Sputum
