The guides are formerly and or recently
homeless. These folks will be paid for their help. The
warming centers will likely be open the evening of Jan
27,2018.

Laurel opened the discussion regarding the plan for the
Housing committee priorities 2019. Update for the
consolidated plan as well as housing elements including
Title 29 will be coming as well as the fair housing plan
from planning. Every 4 to 5 years this update occurs.
Lawyers committee for civil rights will be assisting with
some of these plans.

The group talked about working around planning’s
timelines. The group also discussed the 10-year plan,
housing element, as well as Title 29. The group also

There is a
requirement that the vouchers go through the
coordinated entry process.
