DEPARTMENT COMMENTS

This is a special revenue fund. Estimated reserves at 7/1/05 total $5,856,546. During FY 2005-06, revenues (road
impact fees collected and interest) are estimated to be $2,614,800; budgeted expenditures for Road projects total
$1,595,111; and ending reserves are estimated to be $6,876,235.

COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR'S COMMENTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The recommended budget reflects the department’s requested budget. The amounts reflected in the "Requested” and
“‘Recommended” columns represent new revenues expected and new expenditures to be made in FY 2005/06.

Budgeted expenditures from this special revenue fund fluctuate from year to year reflecting the fact that most capital
projects are multi-year projects that are completed in phases, with costs varying from phase to phase. Planned
expenditures of $1,595,111 represent 15 projects that are reflected in the department’'s FY 2005/06 budget request for
Fund Center 245 — Roads.
