RESTRICTED MATERIALS PERMIT CONDITION NUMBERS 1 -5

NO AERIAL APPLICATIONS WITHIN 1/4 MILE OF RESIDENTIAL AREAS. No aerial
applications of restricted materials will be allowed within 1/4 mile of any residential area. A
residential area is defined as a group of three or more occupied residences within a
contiguous two acre area.

RESTRICTED MATERIAL APPLICATIONS ADJACENT TO SCHOOLS AND LICENSED DAY
CARE FACILITIES. No restricted material shall be applied within 1/2 mile by air, or 500 feet
by ground, of a school while children are present. This prohibition is for applications using
equipment to spray or dust the restricted material. Exceptions may be made on a case by
case basis for spot spraying. Exceptions must be specifically identified on the permit.

RESTRICTED MATERIAL APPLICATIONS AT SCHOOL SITES. A notice of Intent (NOI) shall
be submitted at least 24 hours prior to the use of all restricted materials at school sites (see
permit condition #11). The applicator must ensure that the notification and posting
requirements of the Healthy Schools Act of 2000 have been completed. No restricted
material applications may be made while school is in session or when children are present.

NON-AG PERMITS. A Notice of Intent (NOI), including a schedule of the sites where a
restricted material may be applied, shall be submitted prior to the use of all restricted
materials until the required annual inspection has been performed. (A schedule is not
required if the permittee submits ongoing, individual NOIs.) The NOI requirement may be
waived for the rest of the calendar year, after a satisfactory inspection (except at school
sites which require a NOI for each application).

AVITROL FOR FERAL BIRD CONTROL. See Restricted Material Permit Condition 4 “Avitrol
For Feral Bird Control”.

NON-AG PERMITS. ALUMINUM PHOSPHIDE FOR VERTEBRATE CONTROL. All uses of
aluminum phosphide must comply with the product label delivered with the pesticide for the
use sites listed on the label. No uses of aluminum phosphide are allowed within 100 feet of
a building that is, or may be, occupied by humans and/or domestic animals.
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
