Inclusionary Housing Ordinance:  Request to Exempt                   Specific Agricultural Uses on the Draft Housing Impact Fee Matrix.
On November 4, 2008 staff from the County Planning and Building Department will make a presentation to the County Board of Supervisors regarding the Inclusionary Housing Ordinance.  The draft Impact Fee Matrix will be part of the presentation.
On  October 6, 2008 staff from the County Planning and Building Department made a presentation the Agricultural Liaison Advisory Board members regarding the Inclusionary Housing Ordinance.  At this same meeting, Agricultural Liaison Advisory Board members voted unanimously to request the County Board of Supervisors to designate as exempt certain specific agricultural uses in the Draft Housing Impact Fee Matrix.  Uses currently listed in the Agriculture, Resource and Open Space Uses section of the Housing Impact Fee Matrix, which members feel should be designated exempt from fees, are as follows:
· Animal hospitals & veterinary facilities

· Kennels

· Nursery specialties (including commercial greenhouses)

· Winery – offices

· Winery – production, including bottling

· Winery tank area & crush pads

· Wine tasting room, visitors center, conference or dining rooms

Concerns of Agricultural Liaison Advisory Board members include the exception (exclusion) of wineries from the ag processing designation on the Fee Matrix.  This is inconsistent with the definition of ag processing, as listed in Section 22.80.030 of the Land Use Ordinance – Title 22 of the County Code, which clearly lists wineries.  Also, the animal hospitals& veterinary facilities and kennels often support ag operations.
