SUBJ:      PREPARING YOUR VICTIM IMPACT STATEMENT 

The San Luis Obispo County District Attorney’s Office is committed to helping crime victims, and providing services and support to people in our community who have been hurt by crime. We are sorry that you were victimized, and are grateful for your participation in the criminal justice process. Your involvement and input are vital to promoting individual and community safety, and holding the offenders accountable for the harm they caused.

One of your most important rights as a victim of crime is the opportunity to tell the court how you and your loved ones have been affected by the crime and what sentence you believe is appropriate for the offenders. Your completed “Victim Impact Statement”, while voluntary, ensures your voice is heard as part of the justice process.  
It is important for the court to understand the nature of the offense, and its impact on you and your loved ones – emotionally, physically and financially. Your victim impact statement will also give the court valuable information that can be used to hold the offender accountable, and to promote safety for you and your community.  The attached form is being provided to you as a guide to assist you in preparing your impact statement, but a letter or memo from you is acceptable also.  If you also wish to speak to the judge at the time of sentencing, please let us know as soon as possible by contacting 805-781-5821 or 866-781-5821 (toll-free). 
As a victim in this case, you have been or will be contacted by the San Luis Obispo County Probation Department to provide information regarding your financial losses using a “Statement of Loss” form.  This information will be used by Probation to prepare a “pre-sentence report” to the court that will assist the court in determining the amount of restitution owed by the defendants.  Please note that the “Victim Impact Statement” is separate from the “Statement of Loss” form.   If you have already prepared and submitted a “Victim Impact Statement” to the Probation Department, it is not necessary to submit another one.
