(deals with Compassionate Care Act). Harlan recommends that DAAB take no position on
this. AB154 (establish parity with mental health & physical health) bill is currently before
Assembly Appropriations Committee. No recent update on SB41 (extend clean needle
exchange). SB247 (drunk driving involving death) has not been discussed by DAAB, but
should be in the future. Motion made to update letter on Prop 36 to Governor.

MARIJUANA ISSUE-
NEXT STEP

Clint suggested gathering more information about legalities of medical marijuana.
Research project to determine all the pieces of the puzzle. This issue is likely to appear on
the ballot in November 2012. Likely to be written with much tighter controls this time, but
perhaps not because it’s a citizen sponsored initiative. Ways to incorporate stricter
controls discussed. Legislature has limited scope if a citizen initiative is passed. Get an
update from Prevention about what, if anything, they do to educate people about obtaining
medical marijuana card. Concerns voiced about youth and medical marijuana. Noted that
medical marijuana is different from general use. DAAB should table discussion of general
use until election. Pros and cons of medical marijuana-a plan to create a preventative flyer
(or something similar) for parents without endorsing medical marijuana. To be discussed
again at next meeting as agenda item. Linda to present research, best practice information.

Has created
training for bar staff to be aware of warning signs, victims/perpetrators. Walk a Mile In
Her Shoes will be held April 30", Funding is through grants (Center for Public Health)
and donations.
