source is funding from grants and client fees. Harlan asked what percentage of the budget
comes from each source. Star states that each of the four sources is approximately 25%.
Our Federal reductions are 3 grants, which will equal 2 FTE’s, ¥2 FTE, and another 2 FTE
for a total of 3 FTEs. State funding covers Prop 36 and the Offender Treatment Program
which are still up in the air. The County has said to the Health Agency that our general
fund support needs to be reduced by 10%. The Health Agency divisions, which include
Mental Health, Public Health, Drug and Alcohol Services, Community Health Centers, and
Animal Services had to get together to decide where those reductions would occur. Last
meeting Star stated that there would possibly be one more youth position lost. As seen on
the handout, that position was not reduced. The good news from this list is that there are
no more Drug and Alcohol cuts being proposed by the County except item #5, which is
voluntary time off. Staff members have volunteered to take time of, which adds up to
approximately $29,000. Item #1 and #2 are cost of living increases (COLA) that the




employees and the employee unions are anticipated to forego. This is the second year of
COLA deferment, which did save several jobs within the Health Agency for approximately
a 6-month period. Jason commented that he appreciated the fact that staff gave up their
COLA. He feels this was a commendable action by the employees. Harlan asked if the
agreement to forego COLA was a decision by the bargaining unit or as a result from an
open vote by staff. Star states this was done thru the bargaining units. He then asked if the
bargaining unit had put this decision to a vote of the full membership. Star states
management is not represented by Union, and therefore does not have this information.
John asked, who besides Union members have sacrificed to save jobs. Star states VTO
(voluntary time off) is from all staff. Jason suggested having a representative from the
Union come in and speak to the DAAB. John suggested having the officers of the Union
come in and speak. Aurora suggested drafting an open letter to the Board of Supervisors
and staff thanking the employees for foregoing their COLA. Aurora has volunteered to
draft the letter. The draft letter will be sent out to DAAB members by email to be voted on
at March 18"™ meeting. DAS is applying for 3 preventive health grants. Three other grant
renewals are due this week. Star states there should be more co-occurring grant
opportunities as well as Drug Court grant opportunities in the future. Frank is looking at a
suicide prevention grant.

REPORT

A flyer was handed out for the Co-occurring Disorders training with Dr. Mee-Lee on
DVD. There will be a San Luis Obispo training held on 4 different days in March. And
the North County training held of 4 different days in April. Training is open to staff and
DAAB members. Dr. Mee-Lee will be here June 3, 2010. Star states Dr. Mee-Lee training
DVD’s are available to lend out to educational institutions. The staffing qualifications list
was handed out to members. Dennis asked what the acronyms stood for. Star will send
out a list of acronyms by email. Star states there are currently 9 different organizations that
issue Drug and Alcohol Counselor Certificates. There is a proposed change to the law that
will standardize the certificate process. The proposal is to place the certification process
under the Drug and Alcohol programs at the State level with organizational oversight and
include 4 levels of certification.

Paragraph 1, strike the wording
Offender Treatment Program in parentheses. Paragraph 2, line 1 change the word “show”
to clearly demonstrate. Paragraph 2, line 1 change (see note 1) to (see foot note).
Paragraph 2, 2nd sentence strike first part of sentence up to the comma. Start sentence
with The program. Fourth paragraph, line 1 change the word “show” to “clearly
demonstrate”. Draft letter approved with above changes made.
