The San Luis Obispo County Emergency Services Director has announced that as of 5:15 PM today, the ALERT classification level has been terminated at the Diablo Canyon Power Plant.  
An ALERT was declared at the Diablo Canyon Power Plant due to the inadvertent discharge of carbon dioxide from the fire suppression system during maintenance on that system.  

The ALERT presented no threat to the public and no action by the public was necessary.

Cal Fire/SLO County Fire personnel and Diablo Canyon Fire Department responded and ventilated carbon dioxide from the affected area of the Plant.  This action restored access to the area affected by discharge and resolved the emergency situation.
