The San Luis Obispo County Office of Emergency Services has announced that on 6/23/10 at 10:56 AM an ALERT emergency classification level was declared at the Diablo Canyon Power Plant. 
This ALERT presents no danger to public health and safety.  There is no threat to the public at this time and no action by the public is necessary.
The Alert is due to the inadvertent discharge of a fire suppression system during a maintenance activity on that system. The discharge has stopped. No personnel were in the affected area. 

The Alert was declared due to the presence of carbon dioxide restricted access to portions of the plant that impact normal operations. 

San Luis Obispo County’s emergency personnel are activated and in communication with state and local agencies and PG&E.  Authorities continue to monitor the event.

Cal Fire/ SLO County Fire personnel have responded to help remove carbon dioxide from the affected area and provide support to the Diablo Canyon Fire Department. 


Montana de Oro State Park is currently closed to additional visitors, in accordance with the County’s emergency plan.  Current visitors can remain in the park.
