The San Luis Obispo County Planning & Building Department (Planning) has begun environmental
review pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) for the proposed Jack Ranch SLO
Tract Map/Conditional Use Permit. San Luis Obispo County Department (SLO) of Planning and
Building invites you and other interested persons and organizations to comment on environmental issues
to be evaluated as we proceed with preparation of an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the project.

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PROPOSED PROJECT - The Jack Ranch Agricultural Cluster Project is a proposed 13-lot single-
family development on an approximately 299-acre site. The proposed project is located within the
County of San Luis Obispo, approximately 2.5 miles south of the City of San Luis Obispo. The project
site is within the County’s San Luis Obispo Area Plan (San Luis Obispo Sub Area North), and includes
the Agriculture and Rural Lands land use categories, with the Sensitive Resource Area (SRA) combining
designation over the hillsides in the southern portion of the site.

The project application includes a Vesting Tentative Tract Map (Tract 2429), and a Conditional Use

Permit to allow a major Agricultural Cluster Project, consistent with Section 22.22.150 of the County
Land Use Ordinance (LUO). The undeveloped portions of the site would be placed in an agricultural
preserve and/or open space easement consistent with the LUO requirements (Section 22.22.150.B.8).

Greystone Place provides access along the southeastern border of the project site, and loops through the
property near its southeastern corner. Access to the proposed lots would be provided from a cul-de-sac
extending from Greystone Place into the property. A secondary access for emergency purposes would be
provided through the Rolling Hills subdivision to the north of the project site.
