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Project Description
Particulate Matter Pilot Projects

The California Department of Parks and Recreation (CDPR), Oceano Dunes District,
working in conjunction with the San Luis Obispo Air Pollution Control District, and San
Luis Obispo County, proposes to conduct three pilot projects designed to assess
particulate matter pollution in southern San Luis Obispo County.

Project Description

The three temporary pilot projects would involve the collection of sand transport and
windblown dust emissivity data using a small device called the Portable In-Situ Wind
Erosion Lab (PI-SWERL) and the temporary installation of fencing, straw bales (at
Project 2 only), and sand flux and meteorological data collection instruments. The PI-
SWERL consists of a small cylindrical chamber approximately 12 inches wide by 8
inches high, a blower, and a mass flow meter. The device is transported from site to site
using a small hand drawn carriage and a single test disturbs the top one to two inches of
sand and takes approximately 20 minutes. The sand flux instruments that would be
installed include COX sand catchers, BSNE dust samplers, and Sensit saltation sensors.
The meteorological instruments that would be installed include windmill style aerovanes
mounted on two-meter tripods. The sand flux and meteorological equipment would be
temporarily installed in the ground using a hand auger or shovel. The sand flux
instruments would not be taller than four feet above the ground surface and the
meteorological instruments would be approximately seven feet above the ground surface.
The Sensit saltation sensor and meteorological instruments would have data loggers to
enable remote transfer of data to Park managers. The COX sand catchers and BSNE dust
samplers would require daily collection of sand samples by Park staff. The sand flux and
meteorological instruments would run off battery power and would have solar panels to
keep the batteries charged. The three projects are described in more detail below.

Temporary Pilot Project 1 — Disturbed / Undisturbed Surface Disturbance: Project 1
would involve the collection of PI-SWERL data. PI-SWERL data would be collected at
up to 50 test sites within an approximately 1,500-foot x 2,700-foot project area (93 acres)
over a two day period in April 2011. Approximately half of the PI-SWERL sites would
be located in the Dune Preserve and the other half would be located in the active riding
area of the SVRA. A Coastal Development Permit should not be required for Pilot

Project 1 because this project does not involve the installation of structures or instruments
in the ground.

Access and Vehicle Trips — Access to collect data would be via the beach and the active
riding area of the SVRA. No more than four vehicle trips will be required to conduct
Pilot Project 1.

Biological Resources — This site is completely unvegetated and consists of open sand
sheets and dunes. No vegetated areas will be impacted by this project. The project area



is located more than one mile from known nesting areas of plover and tern and would not
pose a risk to nesting birds.

Temporary Pilot Project 2 — Artificial Roughness: Project 2 would involve the collection
of PI-SWERL data and the temporary installation of fencing, straw bales, and sand flux
and meteorological instruments. The PI-SWERL data would be collected at up to 50 test
sites within an approximate 350-foot by 400-foot area (3.2 acres) over a two day period
in April, 2011. Following PI-SWERL data collection, approximately 220 certified weed
free straw bales (36 inches long by 18 inches wide by 14 inches tall) would be placed
within the project area. The straw bales would be transported to the project area by truck
or heavy equipment. The straw bales will remain within the project area for up to three
months, approximately through June 30, 2011. At the end of the test period, all fencing
and monitoring equipment will be removed and the straw bales will either be removed or
broken up and spread around the site. The bales are intended to reduce wind speeds in
the project area and, correspondingly, reduce sand transport. Thus, the placement of the
bales may increase the micro-topographic features of the project area. In addition to
straw bales, approximately 25 sand flux and two meteorological data collection
instruments would be installed upwind of, downwind of, and within the straw bales.
These instruments would remain in place for four weeks. The scientific equipment will
run off battery power and will have solar panels to keep the batteries charged. The
project area would be surrounded by fencing approximately four feet high to prevent
vandalism. In total, Project 2 could result in the temporary loss of up to 3.3 acres of
active riding area for a three-month period.

Access and Vehicle Trips — Access to collect data and maintain the equipment would be
via the beach and the active riding area of the SVRA. This project will generate two trips
with heavy equipment to pull the straw bales to the site, no more than 10 vehicle trips to
transport equipment and materials to the site, and no more than 2 vehicle trips per day to
conduct the daily instrument maintenance for the 3 week intensive data collection period.

Biological Resources — The project area is completely unvegetated and consists of bare
sand sheets. The project area would not pose a risk to nesting birds or provide a predator
perch. All relevant protection measures and management protocols identified in the 2011
Nesting Season Management Plan to Avoid Take of the California Least Tern and
Western Snowy Plover shall be implemented during installation and operation of the
straw bales, fencing, and sand transport and meteorological instruments.

Temporary Pilot Project 3 — Vegetation: Project 3 would involve the collection of PI-
SWERL data and the temporary installation of sand flux and meteorological instruments.
PI-SWERL data would be collected at up to 50 test sites within an approximate 1,000 ft x
1,200 ft area (27.6 acres) over a two day period in April. This pilot project would be
located in a portion of the SVRA that was re-vegetated within the last five years and not
in the riding area of the SVRA. The PI-SWERL testing would occur in a vegetated area
but would not affect vegetation. Following PI-SWERL data collection, approximately 20
sand transport and two meteorological data collection instruments would be installed in
an array within the project area and remain in place for four weeks. If deemed necessary,
