Diablo Canyon Power Plant Groundwater Monitoring Wells
Minor Use Permit Application - Supplement to Application Forms

Proposed Project

PG& E is requesting a Minor Use Permit to establish two monitoring wells at its Diablo
Canyon Power Plant (DCPP) located near Avila Beach, California. The wells are
proposed to establish consistency with a recommendation of the Nuclear Energy
Institute’s Industry Ground Water Protection Initiative Final Guidance Document
(August, 2007, attached). Objective 1.3 of the Guidance Document recommends
establishing an on-site groundwater monitoring program. Installing the two wells will
allow improved determination of groundwater gradient and water quality.

The wells would be installed in the pavement on the perimeter road that runs between the
guard rail and a chain link security fence on the coastal bluffs seaward of the generating
facility (see Detailed Site Plan). Monitoring well MW-1 is proposed to be located
approximately 100 feet northwest of the northern end of the I & C/Telecommunications
and Medical building. Monitoring well MW-2 is proposed to be located approximately
300 feet west of the southern end of the Turbine building. The wells will be installed in
the existing road by a State of California licensed C-57 driller using an Ingersoll-Rand or
Speedstar Air Rotary drill rig, or equivalent (see attached specification sheet). The coastal
bluffs at this location are approximately 85 feet above Mean Sea Level, and the wells
would be drilled to a total depth of approximately 85 feet below ground surface (bgs).
Equipment used in addition to the drill rig would include a dump truck and excavator for
transferring boring cuttings, and pick-up and service trucks.

The wells would be constructed of 2” diameter polyvinyl chloride (PVC) casing and
screen. The screening will be either 0.010-inch or 0.020-inch slotted PVC depending on
the encountered lithology. The screen interval will be determined based upon
observations during well drilling. A sand filter pack will be placed from approximately
one foot below the base of the well to approximately two feet above the top of the well
screen. The filter pack will consist of either #2-1/2 or #3 Monterey sand, but other grain
sizes may be used depending on the lithology surrounding the well. The wells will be
completed by placing a three foot hydrated bentonite seal above the top of the sand pack
and concrete-bentonite grout from the top of the hydrated bentonite seal to approximately
one foot bgs. The wellheads will be secured at the surface using a flush-mounted traffic
rated well box.

The Detailed Site Plan shows the approximate locations of the two wells. The exact well
sites will be determined based on pre-construction ground-penetrating radar evaluation of
underground utilities. Both well sites will be carefully located to avoid existing
underground or overhead utilities, and set back as far as practicable from the edge of the
coastal bluffs so as not to contribute to destabilization. The bluffs at this location have
been evaluated extensively for shoreline retreat (see attached geotechnical report dated
2004) and retreat rates are considered stable at 0.015 to 0.22 meters per year. The MW-1
(northern) well site is constrained by the necessity of maintaining adequate distance from
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
