Project Description:

The proposed project is construction of a decomposed granite surfaced pedestrian and
bike path within the existing right-of-way on Moonstone Beach Drive. The path is
proposed to be constructed on the existing shoulder. This path will connect the
existing path on Moonstone Beach Drive to the stop sign controlled intersection at
Windsor Blvd. Because the shoulder of Moonstone Beach Drive is less than five (5)
feet wide and has a cross pitch of 5% or more, currently users on the path must
leave the path and move into the road edge/traveled way. This has been identified
as a safety hazard at the intersection. The proposed project is designed to remedy
the safety hazard and complete the path connection to the existing curb return at
the stop sign.

The proposed path design by the California Conservation Corps involves 109 linear feet
of path, eight feet wide. To achieve a uniform eight foot width, construction of a
timber retaining wall, 36 inches in height along the creek side of the path for a
length of 60 feet is required. Approximately 120 square feet of overhanging
willows, German Ivy and native blackberry shrubs will require trimming to enable
wall construction. The project does not require excavation or cut. The retaining
wall will have posts five feet on center and will be backfilled with decomposed
granite material. The length of the path at the retaining wall will have a 42 inch hig
horizontal wood railing. Existing traffic control signs located in the shoulder will be
retained and/or re-set.
