PROJECT: Baywood Elementary School, Kindergarten Playground Remodel

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:
The Proposed Project is construction of a re-locatable classroom and a
re-model of an existing playground. Exhibit 1 shows the locations of the
re-locatable classroom and re-modeled play area on the school grounds.
The classroom is 960 sf and will be placed on existing paved area next to
existing classrooms. Baywood Elementary School has a historic capacity

of 650 studentsl. The current enroliment is about 448. In 1997, the
District temporarily moved several portable classrooms and constructed
a multi-purpose room and other site features. At that time as part of that
project, locations were prepared for eight portable classrooms to be
placed in the future and three portable classrooms remained on the site.
This project was subject to a Coastal Development Permit (CDP) issued
by the County of San Luis Obispo. At that time the District undertook
environmental review pursuant to CEQA and filed a Categorical
Exemption (CE) because the project did not increase the original
capacity of the school. Since 1997, the District has placed three of the
eight portable classroom authorized by the CPD.

The playground remodels approximately 6.900 s.f. of existing playground
and adds about 4,558 s.f. of new play area. The total work area is 11,458
s.f. The expansion results in extending the play area into existing parking
on the school ground, with a reduction of eight (8) parking spaces.
Exhibit 3 shows the playground site plan. The project would require
removal of nine ornamental multi-trunk shrub / trees on the north and
west edges of the play area. The project would replace 11 similar shrub
frees along the north edge of the play area.
