Community Health Centers of the Central Coast (CHC) is a nonprofit 501 (c) (3) organization
serving the central coast and the Nipomo community for over 30 years. With focused attention
on the medically underserved, they have been a vital source of healthcare for the San Luis
Obispo County.

CHC opened its doors in 1978 and began to help those in need out of their single location in
Nipomo. They have grown to open their doors in both San Luis Obispo and Santa Barbara
Counties and now have 25 state licensed clinics. Constructing the new health center in Nipomo
will better serve the healthcare needs of their local population.

Community Health Centers of the Central Coast proposes to construct a new health center, state
licensed and designed under OSHPD3, on their existing site at 150 S. Tejas Street in Nipomo
California. The new building, with a total gross floor area of approximately 28,000 SF will

include the following areas:

e Primary Care e Pharmacy (in-house dispensing

e Dental pharmacy)

e OB/GYN e X-rayand Lab

e Pediatrics ¢ Immediate Care

¢ Internal Medicine e  Future Expansion Space (approximately
e Mental Health/Health Education 5,400 SF)

All medical services in the existing health center will be relocated to the new building. The
existing building will be fully converted to CHC administrative office use, allowing current off-
site administrative offices to be co-located on the South Tejas campus. This office consolidation
will increase efficiency and reduce staff trips between the other administrative offices located in
Nipomo.

The new one-story building is designed to reflect the regional historic and architectural

influences and will incorporate exterior materials and colors that are compatible with those

found in the adjacent residential development. Warm stucco tones and mission-style concrete

tile roofs are selected to harmonize with the neighborhood, while presenting a professional

image to the public. Most of the building is low in profile, with only limited portions elevated at §
areas that require higher ceilings. Variety in wall planes, colors and detail are used to reduce :{?

Access drives are positioned to prevent |
headlights from aiming directly at residences across the street. Enhanced landscape treatments®
are planned for the purpose of screening the new medical center and parking areas from
surrounding residential properties. Site lighting is planned to protect the surrounding

residences from unwanted direct light through use of well-positioned cut-off hooded

fixtures.
