Supplemental Application Materials and Visual Analysis

Additional Project Description Information

Location

The project site is located on a 498.3-acre parcel (APN 076-011-027), which is owned by PG&E.
It is not accessible to the public, and is not located within the Coastal Zone. See the attached
Assessor Parcel Map.

Project Purpose and Scope

The project is intended to enhance Emergency Preparedness Communications at the Diablo
Canyon Power Plant (DCPP). It would replace an existing temporary repeater with a permanent
repeater station.

Design

The permanent repeater station will be located on DCPP property at the location denoted in the
attachment. A concrete pad will be constructed with dimensions of 10-foot x 10-foot x 6" deep.
In the center of the pad will be a deeper cylindrical concrete foundation footing to support the
two metal poles that provide mounting attachment for the communications equipment. These
two poles (6-foot tall steel poles with a 6-inch diameter) will be located on the pad and a 50-foot
wood pole will be located adjacent to the pad. A steel box will be placed on the steel poles and
a radio antenna will be installed on the top of the wooded pole. Ancillary solar panel(s) will be
installed to power the repeater station. Please see the attached graphic showing the schematic
design in elevation view for the proposed communications facility.

Construction

A total work area of 10-foot x 16-foot will be required. Equipment and supplies will be hauled to
the site via 4x4 vehicles. Access will be accomplished overland - no improvements will be
required.

General Appearance

The image included in the Visual Analysis (below) provides the general look and feel of the
proposed station. Please note that would be two poles, a metal box, antenna, solar panel(s),
and a concrete pad.

Potential Environmental Resources

A PG&E archaeologist examined the site and did not find any cultural resources, and the
potential for buried resources is low because of its remote hilitop location. There do not appear
to be any listed plants in the area.

Construction Equipment, Approach, and Timing

The repeater station will be up to 50 feet high, designed in substantial conformance with the
attached drawings. Some construction materials will be brought in via helicopter, which will
also assist in planting the pole. Other equipment needed to assist in the construction will be F-
250\F-150 type 4x4 trucks, possibly a trailer, and a portable concrete mixer. The grading would
consist of leveling (by hand shovel) a 10' x 10' area to install the concrete pad. The time
required to complete construction would be up to 2 weeks.
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
