In accordance with Article 1X of the bylaws under which the Bicycle
Advisory Committee functions, Committee proposes the following
amendment to Article VII, Section A of the bylaws, to wit: “If a member
fails to attend three consecutive meetings or a total of six meetings within
any twelve months, the member shall automatically be considered for
replacement” the Committee wishes to change “three meetings” to “two
meetings.” This amendment requires at least one week written notice be
mailed to each member of the committee; recommendation at a regular
meeting of the committee by a majority of the voting membership of the
committee and approval of the Board of Supervisors. This agenda item
constitutes written notice. Chair requests motion to approve — Robert
Staff recommendation: Approved this item and forwarded to the Board
of Supervisors before the next BAC meeting.

Bikeway signs on county bike routes - Adam Fukushima

This is a promising project that Public Works would like to see done. It
has the potential to raise awareness of bicyclists on the roadways and
could be used as a tool to promote bicycle tourism. However the
County does not have the funds to implement it, if there was an outside
funding source that could be used the County would be willing to
implement the program.

Staff Recommendation: If funding becomes available have staff work
with the Coalition to implement a plan.

Review and approve annual Committee report to the Board — Robert
Staff Recommendation: BAC should approve this report and have staff
forward it to the BOS with the next Board package.

Update to county bikeway project ranking for May meeting - Robert
I. Ryan will present a list of unbuilt projects with environmental status
notes. Committee will discuss and agree upon criteria to apply and
will take the project list home to score and bring back to the May
meeting for compilation.
The previous Bikeways plans scored bikeways projects on a
point system in the following categories.

Consistency with other plans. Projects rank higher which are
consistent with other existing planning documents. These
include the Regional Transportation Plan, the Circulation
Element of the County General Plan, the Clean Air Plan and the
County Trails Plan. This category is scored from 0 to 4, tallying
the number of other plans found consistent.



Land uses served. High priority is given to projects which
connect, or pass through, existing schools, parks and
commercial areas. Lower priority is given to those bikeways
intended to serve potential future demand. Regional bikeways,
those which connect population centers through the rural areas,
are ranked according to the magnitude of the centers they
connect. This category and the next three are scored from 1 to
5.

Ease of implementation. Higher priority is given to those
projects which can be more easily implemented. This involves
considerations such as environmental clearances needed, right-
of-way required, bridge construction, etc.

Need for improvement along the route. This category
includes an evaluation of the corridor for such factors as traffic
volume and speed, and width of existing lanes, for proposed
Class Il facilities; and distance and hazards involved in the
necessary detour around a proposed Class | facility.

Cost. Lower-cost improvements are ranked higher in this
category. Such projects will provide the greatest amount of
improvement in the shortest time, i.e., the most "bang for the
buck,” during the early stages of implementation of the
Bikeways Plan.

Aesthetics/Recreation/Tourism Value (ART). Members of the
Bicycle Advisory Committee reviewed the list of recommended
bikeways and evaluated each for its scenic qualities,
recreational opportunities and potential to attract bicycle
tourism. A score from 1 to 10 was possible in this category.

At this time the environmental considerations review had not
been completed by County Staff. As soon as it is ready | will
forward a package to all BAC members that will include the
environmental information, previous scoring information for the
bikeways and new scoring sheets so that the committee can
review the package before the next BAC meeting.

Staff Recommendation: Defer starting the reevaluation until
environmental determination is available.

standards the best approach sees to be bringing the bikeway
into the signal at the pedestrian crossings.

Status of Bike Lane Projects - Ryan

Atascadero to Templeton Connector: A Class | multi-use path, an
extension of an existing path system to the south, which is being
mandated by the City of Atascadero in developments adjacent to
the Salinas River. The system is complete to the northern limits of
the city where it ends at Paso Robles Creek. Continuing this path
system north to the southern limits of Templeton will connect the
two communities.

Hwy 101/Vineyard Drive widen and improve Vineyard between
Ashton and Main Street to provide center turn lanes as well as bike
lanes and pedestrian facilities to improve the connection between
the two sides of Templeton. PSR/PR being finalized by Caltrans.
Construction begins 2007 depending on funding.

Cambria Cross Town Trail is nearly complete. Requires completion
of flood control project, class Il bike lanes on Cambria Drive and a
traffic signal at Hwy 1 and Cambria Drive.

Morro Bay to Cayucos connector Class | from Toro Lane in Morro
Bay to Pacific St. in Cayucos. Constraints analysis underway to
determine alignment. Project cost estimate: $1,830,000. Mid term
goal: 10-14 years. SLOCOG was awarded a grant of $232,000 in
2003 by the National Scenic Byways Program to complete
environmental review. Grant funds are being pursued through the
Scenic Byway Program to fund engineering/PS&E. Jan DilLeo
conducted a team meeting for the Morro Bay to Cayucos connector
on October 18, 2005, at 10:30 am at General Services Department
(1087 Santa Rosa Street, SLO) to provide a status report from the
consultants (Morro Group, Inc. and Firma) and go over potential
concerns/issues to date. Northbound Toro Creek bridge is
scheduled for widening within 18 months. Morro Bay homeowners
on Toro Lane object to sharing their road with cyclists, pedestrians
and anyone who doesn't live there. A project to cross Old Creek to
connect Pacific Street and Studio Drive would require building a

structure designed to withstand a 100-year storm surge. Such a
massive bridge would likely be so visually unattractive that the
Coastal Commission and the public would object to building it.
Caltrans, according to Steve Senet, would favor a separated Class
| bike path next to Hwy 1. Firma Group will explore that possibility.
Next team meeting is scheduled for the first part of next year. Intent
is to recommend a precise routing option, tweak it and schedule
public workshops.

El Moro Bikeway construction of the bikeway is complete. Public
works will be able to close the roadway to motorized traffic in
March. As soon as the county purchases a thermoplastic machine
a centerline stripe will be placed. Parks Department is working on a
landscaping plan.

San Luis Bay Drive is expected to be completed in 2006.

Avila Beach Drive at Bob Jones Trail/San Miguel Street a push
button activated flashing beacon has been installed.

Bob Jones trail extension from the water treatment plant to Front
Street This project is being pursued by the parks department.

Bob Jones trail from Los Osos Valley Road to Avila Beach. PAED
in process. SAFETEA-LU funds $320,000 available. County needs
$2 million for stage from Octagon Barn to Ontario Rd. Contracts
have been awarded for PE/ED and construction could begin in
2007.

Price Canyon Road will widen two bridges and proved 8' shoulder,
12' travel lanes and bike lanes between Rte 227 and Corral de
Piedra, the half-mile section west of Hwy 227. If remaining $2m
can be secured, construction could begin July 2006 and be
completed in 2007.

Halcyon Road/Route 1 improvements Phase 2 to improved traffic
flow between northern and southern intersections of Halcyon and
Hwy 1. PAED is funded to determine impacts of reducing the
grade, adding a truck-climbing land and adding bike lanes and
shoulders.

Hwy 101 Santa Maria Bridge widening to three lanes with a
separated bike and pedestrian path. PAED is underway and
Congresswoman Capps has placed $3.4 m in the TEA-21 federal
re-authorization legislation for PS&E.

Education and Safety activities for Bicyclists, Peds and Motorists.
SLOCOG has funded $59,000 in Regional The County has applied
for an OTS Grant to support a Bicycle Safety Rodeo and Helmet
Giveaway at various local schools.
