USDA/NRCS State Noxious Weed List- 
Noxious weeds – Those plant species designated as such by the Secretary of Agriculture, Secretary of the 
Interior, or by State law or regulation. Generally, noxious weeds will possess one or more of the characteristics of 
being aggressive and difficult to manage, parasitic, a carrier or host of deleterious insects or disease, and being 
non-native, new to, or not common to the United States or parts thereof.
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
