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IMPORTANT TO KNOW
BEFORE YOU VOTE

The office of California U.S. Senator has TWO separate 
contests on the November 5, 2024, General Election ballot. 
You may vote on both. The first contest is the regular 
election for the full 6-year term of office beginning on 
January 3, 2025 (the full term).

The second contest is a special vacancy election, since the 
current officeholder is temporarily filling the vacancy. This 
contest is for the remainder of the term ending on January 
3, 2025 (the partial/unexpired term).

TOP TWO CANDIDATES

The Top Two Candidates 
Open Primary Act requires 
that all candidates for a voter-
nominated office be listed on the 
same ballot. Voter-nominated 
offices include state legislative 
offices, U.S. congressional 
offices, and state constitutional 
offices.
 
In both the open primary and 
general elections, you can vote 
for any candidate regardless 
of what party preference 
you indicated on your voter 
registration form. In the primary 
election, the two candidates 
receiving the most votes—
regardless of party preference—
move on to the general election. 
If a candidate receives a majority 
of the vote (at least 50 percent
+ 1), a general election still 

must be held. California’s open 
primary system doesn’t apply 
to candidates running for 
U.S. President, county central 
committee, or local offices. 

In a direct primary, voters directly 
select their preferred candidate 
for a particular political party 
to run in the general election. 
This means that each voter can 
vote for their chosen candidate, 
and the one with the most votes 
becomes the party’s nominee.

On the other hand, voting 
for electors, such as in the 
presidential election in CA, 
involves voters choosing 
electors who are pledged to a 
specific candidate. Each state, 
including CA, has a specific 
number of electors based on 
its representation in Congress 
(the sum of its Senators and 
Representatives).

ELECTIONS IN CALIFORNIA

Political parties are not entitled 
to nominate candidates for 
nonpartisan offices at the primary 
election, and a candidate at 
the primary election is not the 
official nominee of any party for 
the specific office at the general 
election.

A candidate for nomination to 
a nonpartisan office may not 
designate their party preference, 
or lack of party preference, on the 
ballot. The top two vote-getters 
at the primary election move on 
to the general election for the 
nonpartisan office.

Any candidate for a nonpartisan 
office who receives a majority 
of the vote (at least 50 percent 
+ 1) in the primary election will 
be elected to that office and the 
contest will not appear on the 
ballot for the general election.

NON-PARTISAN OFFICES

Political parties are not entitled 
to formally nominate candidates 
for voter-nominated offices 
at the primary election. A 
candidate nominated for a 
voter-nominated office at the 
primary election is the nominee 
of the people and not the official 
nominee of any party at the 
general election.
 
A candidate for nomination 
to a voter-nominated office 
shall have their qualified party 
preference, or lack of qualified 
party preference, stated on the 
ballot, but the party preference 
designation is selected solely 
by the candidate and is shown 
for the information of the 
voters only. It does not mean 
the candidate is nominated 
or endorsed by the party 
designated, or that there is an 
affiliation between the party and 
candidate, and no candidate 
nominated by the voters shall 
be deemed to be the officially 
nominated candidate of any 
political party. 

The parties may submit a list 
of the candidates for voter-
nominated offices who have 
received the party’s official 
endorsement (see the Political 
Party Endorsements page).

VOTER-NOMINATED
OFFICES

Any voter may vote for any 
candidate for a voter-nominated 
office, if they meet the other 
qualifications required to vote for 
that office. The top two vote-getters 
at the primary election move on to 
the general election for the voter-
nominated office, even if both 
candidates have specified the same 
party preference designation.

ELECTIONS IN CALIFORNIA

REQUIREMENTS FOR
FIRST-TIME VOTERS

The Help America Vote Act 
(HAVA) requires first-time federal 
voters to show identification 
prior to voting.

Unless you already provided it, 
you will be required to show your 
current valid photo I.D. and/or a 
copy of one of the following that 
shows your name and address 
when you go to the polls on 
Election Day: current utility bill, 
bank statement, government 
check, government paycheck, or 
a government document.

You will be required to send 
a copy of one of the above 
documents with your voted 
Vote-by-Mail ballot. If you have 
questions about your status as 
a first-time voter, please contact 
the Elections Office. 

WHY YOUR BALLOT 
WOULD NOT BE 
COUNTED

Your voice is important. The 
Elections Office makes every effort 
to ensure that each vote cast is 
counted. That said, the following 
are reasons that a ballot would 
NOT be counted:

1. The ballot is not postmarked 
by November 5 and/or does not 
arrive within 7 days after Election 
Day.

2. The VBM return envelope is not 
signed. 

3. The signature 
on the VBM return 
envelope does not 
match any signature 
in the voter’s record.

4. The ballot is returned without 
the VBM return envelope.

5. There are multiple ballots in one 
VBM return envelope.

VBM CURE PROCESS

The law requires the Elections 
Office to send a letter and 
verification form to voters who 
forgot to sign their return envelope 
or whose signature did not match 
their signatures on file.

In order for these ballots to be 
counted, voters must sign and 
return their form prior to the 
deadline, which is two days before 
the election is certified.

WHY VOTE NOW?
Because VBM ballots received 

before Election Day are 
counted and included in the 

Election Night results

But don’t worry: Every VBM 
ballot postmarked correctly 

and received within 7 days of 
the election will be counted

California’s election systems 
are extremely safe and 
secure, and all 58 counties 
have a proven track record 
of conducting accessible 
and accurate elections. The 
California Secretary of State’s 
Office makes this possible by 
overseeing one of the most 
extensive voting system testing 
and certification programs in 
the nation.

Unfortunately, misinformation 
about elections is widespread, 
and it continues to confuse 
voters and lead to distrust in 
the process.

The fact remains that the 
Elections Office in San Luis 
Obispo County carefully 
follows statewide elections 
code and takes many steps 
to ensure election security 
locally, including making the 
processing and counting of 
ballots publicly observable.

There are a number of steps 
that we take to ensure your 
vote is safe and secure 
throughout the election. Here 
are a few examples:

• County voting systems are not 
connected to the Internet, and 
all ballots are paper.

• Only authorized staff have
access to systems relevant to 
their role.

• We conduct routine threat 
monitoring, vulnerability 
scanning, and security 
assessments in collaboration 
with our state and federal 
partners.

• VoteCal is a centralized 
statewide voter registration 
database. VoteCal checks 
against official records and is 
regularly updated.

• Ballot drop boxes are secured 
and monitored.

• Signatures are 
verified on all Vote-
by-Mail envelopes.

• Ballots remain in 
dual (two-person) 
custody at all 
times.

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HOW YOUR VOTE IS COUNTED

FP-VOTECOUNT

Polling places close at 8:00 pm on 
Election Night, but it can take a few 
hours for all locations to report 
results, and weeks before the final 
totals are known. Ever wondered 
why? Here’s a quick look at what 
happens to your ballot after you 
cast it. 

ELECTION NIGHT

The first results are posted shortly 
after 8:00 pm—these are the Vote-
by-Mail ballots that were returned 
and processed early, prior to 
Election Day.

After that, we must wait for the 
first of the polling places across 
the county to complete their 
paperwork, pack up their supplies, 
and return the ballots; this can take 
more than an hour.

As polling places report in, their 
results are tabulated and compiled 
into countywide results. The posted 
results are updated periodically 
throughout the night at www.
slovote.com.

When all polling places have 
reported, the Election Night 
counting is done; however, there 
are still more ballots to count and 
a lot more work to do before the 
results become official (see below).

 

day before or on Election Day (either 
by mail, returned at a polling place, 
or deposited in an official ballot drop 
box) are processed and counted 
in the days after Election Day and 
therefore are not included in the 
Election Night results posted.

Postmarked Vote-by-Mail Ballots: 
Under California law, ballots may 
be counted even if they arrive 
after Election Day, as long as they 
are received by mail no later than 
7 days after the election and are 
postmarked on/before Election Day.

Missing or Mismatched Signature: 
A voter’s signature on the returned 
Vote-by-Mail identification envelope 
must compare with the signature(s) 
in the voter’s registration record. 
If the voter did not sign the ballot 
envelope, or if the Elections Official 
has determined that the signature 
on the envelope does not match 
with the signature(s) of the voter 
in the voter’s record, the Elections 
Office will provide the voter with 
the appropriate form to correct the 
missing or mismatched signature. 
This notice must be returned to the 
Elections Office 
no later than 2 
days prior to the 
certification of the 
election.

Provisional 
Ballots: These are 
the last ballots counted because they 
must be researched and verified. 
It may take a few weeks, but every 
valid vote will be counted.

• DO NOT alter the returns of an
election.

• DO NOT tamper with, destroy, or
alter any polling list, official ballot,
or ballot container.

• DO NOT display any unofficial
ballot collection container that may
deceive a voter into believing it is
an official collection box.

• DO NOT commit or attempt to
commit election fraud.

• DO NOT bribe or provide any
sort of compensation to, in
any fashion, or by any means
induce or attempt to induce, a
person to vote or refrain from
voting.

• DO NOT illegally vote.

• DO NOT attempt to vote or
aid another to vote when not
entitled to vote.

• DO NOT engage in
electioneering; photograph
or record a voter entering
or exiting a polling place; or
obstruct the entrance, exit, or
parking.

• DO NOT challenge a person’s
right to vote or prevent voters
from voting; delay the process
of voting; or fraudulently advise
any person that he or she is
not eligible to vote or is not
registered to vote.

• DO NOT attempt to ascertain
how a voter voted their ballot.

• DO NOT possess or arrange
for someone to possess a
firearm in the immediate

The corruption of voting 
prohibitions summarized 
here are set forth in Articles 
2, 3, and 4 of Chapter 6 of 
Division 18 of the California 
Elections Code.

• DO NOT coerce or deceive a 
person who cannot read or an 
elder into voting for or against a 
candidate or measure contrary to 
their intent.  

• DO NOT act as an election 
officer when you are not one. 

A VOTE-BY-MAIL (VBM) BALLOT 
FROM VOTE TO TABULATION

EMPLOYERS cannot require or 
ask their employee to bring their 
Vote-by-Mail ballot to work or ask 
their employee to vote their ballot 
at work. At the time of payment of 
salary or wages, employers cannot 
enclose materials that attempt to 
influence the political opinions or 
actions of their employees. 

POLL WORKERS cannot attempt 
to determine how a voter voted 
their ballot or, if that information 
is discovered, disclose how a voter 
voted their ballot. 

The prohibitions on activity related 
to corruption of the voting process 
summarized here are set forth 
in Chapter 6 of Division 18 of the 
California Elections Code.

ELECTIONEERING IS PROHIBITED

WARNING: The following activities are prohibited within the 
immediate vicinity of a person in line to cast their ballot OR 
within 100 feet of the entrance to a polling place, curbside 
voting, or official ballot drop box. 

VIOLATIONS CAN LEAD TO FINES AND/OR IMPRISONMENT

• DO NOT ask a person to vote for
or against any candidate or ballot
measure.

• DO NOT display a candidate’s
name, image, or logo.

• DO NOT block access to or loiter
near any ballot drop boxes.

• DO NOT provide any material or
audible information for or against
any candidate or ballot measure
near any polling place or official
ballot drop box.

• DO NOT circulate any petitions,
including for initiatives, referenda,
recall, or candidate nominations.

• DO NOT distribute, display, or
wear any clothing (hats, shirts, signs,
buttons, stickers) that includes a
candidate’s name, image and/or
logo, or that supports or opposes
any candidate or ballot measure.

• DO NOT display information or
speak to a voter about the voter’s
eligibility to vote.

The electioneering 
prohibitions summarized 
here are set forth in 
Article 7 of Chapter 4 of 
Division 18 of the California 
Elections Code. 

OBSERVING ELECTIONS
The public is invited to partici-
pate as a poll watcher or election 
observer. Both roles provide 
important insight into the process. 

Rules for conduct are outlined in 
the California Elections Code, and 
more information can be found 
online at www.slovote.com.

Poll watchers observe operations 
at polling locations on Election Day, 
while election observers check in 
at the County Elections Office and 
are then able to observe various 
steps in the ballot processing and 
tabulation process. In both cases, 
there may be space limitations that 
impact how many can participate.

The Elections Office offers voters 
the use of a Remote Accessible 
Vote-by-Mail system that allows a 
voter to mark their selections on a 
personal computer, using their own 
compatible technology or assistive 
device(s) (screen readers, tactile 
switches, closed captioning, sip and 
puff system, etc.) as needed, to vote 
independently and privately in the 
comfort of their own home.

ASSISTANCE FOR VOTERS 
WITH DISABILITIES

San Luis Obispo County is 
committed to ensuring every 
voter can cast their ballot 
privately and independently. 
Below is detailed information 
about assistance offered to 
voters with disabilities. 

Vote-by-Mail: Mark your ballot. 
Once completed, sign and 
seal your envelope. If you are 
unable to sign, make your mark 
and have a witness sign in the 
designated spot. Return your 
ballot by mail, or in person at 
any drop box, elections office, 
or polling site in California.

Vote at a Polling Place: On 
Election Day, you may choose 
up to two people to help you 
vote at any polling place or at 
the County Elections Office. 
This person cannot be your 
employer or anyone who works 
for your employer, your labor 
union leader, or anyone who 
works for your labor union.

You have the right to vote if you are a registered voter. You are eligible to 
vote if you are: a U.S. citizen living in California; at least 18 years old; regis-
tered where you currently live; not currently serving a state or federal prison 
term for the conviction of a felony; and not currently found mentally incompe-
tent to vote by a court.

You have the right to vote if you are a registered voter, even if your name 
is not on the list. You will vote a provisional ballot. Your vote will be 
counted if elections officials determine that you are eligible to vote.

CITY OF EL PASO DE ROBLES 
IMPARTIAL ANALYSIS OF MEASURE I-24 

If approved by a majority of the voters voting on this Measure, the existing one-half 
percent (1/2%) sales tax collected on transactions within the City of El Paso De Robles would be 
extended. Pursuant to Measure E-12, which was approved by City voters in November, 2012, 
people purchasing goods and using tangible personal property sold at retail within the City 
currently pay a Transactions and Use (Sales) Tax (Sales Tax) of one-half percent (½%) of the 
gross receipts of any retailer from the sale.  This Sales Tax is a general tax, meaning that the 
revenues are paid into the City’s General Fund.  For Fiscal Year 2024-25, the Sales Tax is 
expected to generate approximately $5,500,000 in General Fund revenues which may be used 
for any lawful City Program, including the maintenance or improvement of local roads.  The tax 
would be paid and collected at the same time and in the same manner as existing sales taxes. 
All revenues raised by the tax would belong to the City and would not be shared with any other 
entity.  Under the terms of Measure E-12, the current Sales Tax is scheduled to sunset on March 
31, 2025, after which the tax would no longer be levied unless extended by this Measure.  

On June 4, 2024, the El Paso De Robles City Council placed this Measure on the 
November 5, 2024 General Municipal Election ballot.  This Measure would maintain the rate of 
the City’s current sales tax at one-half percent (½%) and would extend the term of the tax by 
repealing its March 31, 2025 expiration date/sunset.  The tax would then remain in effect until 
repealed by voters in a subsequent election.  

A "yes" vote on Measure I-24 will leave the rate of the sales tax at one-half  percent 
(½%) and would also extend the term of the tax by repealing its March 31, 2025 expiration 
date/sunset. 

A "no" vote on Measure I-24 will leave the rate of the sales tax at one-half percent 
(½%) and would not extend the term of the tax beyond its scheduled sunset of  March 31, 2025, 
at which point the tax would expire.  

As a general tax, Measure I-24 requires the affirmative vote of a majority of El Paso 
De Robles voters (50% + 1) to pass.

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ARGUMENT AGAINST MEASURE I-24 

Here is what the current City Council and City Staff ("they") are not telling you. 
The E-12 measure generates about $7M/year until March, 2025 to cover maintenance of our 
roads until Mar, 2025. We all know, and they publicly acknowledge, that many roads have 
not been properly maintained by this money. 
They call it a half cent supplemental tax to make it sound small and helpful. It's actually a half 
of a percent in additional sales tax, on top of the 20% inflation we're all paying now. 
They claim that the majority of the tax will be paid by visitors, but I can find no evidence of 
that here or anywhere. The vast majority will be paid by us. A minor portion will be paid by 
visitors, for the things they buy while they are here. 
If this measure passes, they intend to borrow $56M in a bond, against 25 years of future 
sales tax. This bond would only pay for ¼ of the entire $200+ million project. The bond is a 
loan, repaid from the majority of the next 25 years of additional sales tax. Therefore, 
necessary road maintenance and further improvements would have to come from 
somewhere else. 
The tax and borrowed bond money is not specifically for road maintenance, but will go into 
the general fund for anything on the budget. 
They say "if you think the roads are bad now, imagine how they'll be if we don't pass this". 
They have budgeted pickleball courts and other discretionary items assuming this measure 
will pass. Regardless if it fails, they are obligated to maintain the roads. I feel strongly that 
we need to stop discretionary spending and focus on necessary road maintenance first.
