·  Barbara attended the QIC Meeting on November 13th. The topic was Crisis Continuum. Highlights included traffic increasing at the Sobering Center and the changes for hospitals as they are taking on more with the discontinuation of MHET as of October 1st. 
 
· Barbara attended the CAL BHBC October Meeting. The changes to the Brown Act were discussed as well as CAL-Able savings accounts for disabled clients. 
 
 
9. Administrator’s Report- Frank Warren
· The County annual budget is due in December. Last year there was a 10 million dollar cut, and it is unknown what next year’s cut will be. There are also more federal and state changes coming which will create a challenge with keeping services. The goal is more billing to MediCal to help offset the changes. 
· The county is searching for a contractor for the new Children’s Crisis Residential Center.
· After 39 years Star Graber is retiring in March.
 
 
10. Presentation: BHSA Integrated Plan: Christina Rajlal, Morgan Torell, Landon King
·  The Prevention and Outreach team came to present on the three-year Integrated Plan (IP) as the MHSA turns into the BHSA. The IP is designed to be in alignment with statewide goals as the BHSA includes not only mental health services but also substance use and housing interventions. The presentation covered the IP timeline, sections, and funding plan (see Powerpoint for details).
