Additionally, he gave an overview of the Prop 47 grant aimed at supporting justice-involved individuals and reducing recidivism, along with operational improvements that have increased billing efficiency.

10. Presentation: Samantha Parker
· Samantha Parker presented an overview of Access & Crisis Services, including MCRT and CCT coordination and crisis response efforts. She discussed the implementation of SB 43, expanding criteria for intervention, and provided updates on the CAT program, including its co-response model and expansion. Highlights included increased outreach and positive outcomes, while noting ongoing challenges related to limited coverage and funding.
