Two U.S. Senate Contests on Ballot

The office of U.S. Senate will have TWO separate contests on the
November 8, 2022, General Election ballot. You may vote on both.
The first contest is the regular election for the full 6-year term of
office beginning on January 3, 2023 (full term). The second contest is
a special vacancy election, since the current officeholder is
temporarily filing a vacancy, for the remainder of the term ending on
January 3, 2023 (partial/unexpired term).

Redistricting and Voting

To get an updated count of the country's population, the U.S.
Constitution requires a federal census every ten years. California
uses that census data to redraw the Congressional, State Senate,
State Assembly, and State Board of Equalization districts based on
population changes. The independent California Citizens
Redistricting Commission (CCRC) uses the new census data to
redraw the Congressional, State Senate, State Assembly, and State
Board of Equalization district boundaries. The boundaries for local
districts, such as county supervisorial, school districts, community
services districts, special districts, and city council districts, are
drawn by those governing bodies and not by the CCRC.

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ELECTIONS IN CALIFORNIA

The Top Two Candidates Open Primary Act requires that all
candidates for a voter-nominated office be listed on the same
ballot. Voter-nominated offices include state legislative offices,
U.S. congressional offices, and state constitutional offices.

In both the open primary and general elections, you can vote for
any candidate regardless of what party preference you indicated
on your voter registration form. In the primary election, the two
candidates receiving the most votes - regardless of party
preference — move on to the general election. If a candidate
receives a majority of the vote (at least 50 percent + 1), a general
election still must be held.

California’s open primary system does not apply to candidates
running for U.S. President, county central committee, or local
offices.

Write-in candidates for voter-nominated offices can still run in the
primary election. However, a write-in candidate can only move on
to the general election if the candidate is one of the top two vote-
getters in the primary election. Additionally, there is no
independent nomination process for a general election.

Voter-Nominated Offices

Political parties are not entitled to formally nominate candidates
for voter-nominated offices at the primary election. A candidate
nominated for a voter-nominated office at the primary election is
the nominee of the people and not the official nominee of any party
at the general election. A candidate for nomination to a voter-
nominated office shall have their qualified party preference, or lack
of qualified party preference, stated on the ballot, but the party
preference designation is selected solely by the candidate and is
shown for the information of the voters only. It does not mean the
candidate is nominated or endorsed by the party designated, or
that there is an affiliation between the party and candidate, and no
candidate nominated by the voters shall be deemed to be the
officially nominated candidate of any political party. The parties
may submit a list of the candidates for voter-nominated offices
who have received the party’s official endorsement, which will be
printed in the county voter information guide.

Any voter may vote for any candidate for a voter-nominated office,
if they meet the other qualifications required to vote for that office.
The top two vote-getters at the primary election move on to the
general election for the voter-nominated office even if both
candidates have specified the same party preference designation.
No party is entitled to have a candidate with its party preference
designation move on to the general election unless the candidate
is one of the two highest voter-getters at the primary election.

Nonpartisan Offices

Political parties are not entitled to nominate candidates for
nonpartisan offices at the primary election, and a candidate at the
primary election is not the official nominee of any party for the
specific office at the general election. A candidate for nomination
to a nonpartisan office may not designate their party preference,
or lack of party preference, on the ballot. The top two vote-getters
at the primary election move on to the general election for the
nonpartisan office. Any candidate for a nonpartisan office who
receives a majority of the vote (at least 50 percent + 1) in the
primary election will be elected to that office and the contest will
not appear on the ballot for the general election.

REQUIREMENTS FOR FIRST TIME VOTERS

The Help America Vote Act requires first time federal voters to
show identification when voting. You will be required to show your
current valid photo |.D. and/or a copy of one of the following that
shows your name and address when you go to the polls on
election day: Current utility bill, bank statement, government
check, government paycheck, or a government document. You
will be required to send a copy of one of the above documents
with your voted vote-by-mail ballot. If you have questions about
your status as a First Time Voter, please contact us.

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How Your Vote is Counted

Polling places close at 8:00 pm on Election Night, but it can take a few
hours for all locations to report results, and weeks before the final totals
are known. Ever wondered why? Here's a quick look at what happens to
your ballot after you cast it.

Election Night

The first results are posted shortly after 8:00 pm - these are the
Vote by Mail ballots that were returned and processed early.
After that, we must wait for the first of the polling places across
the county to complete their paperwork, pack up their supplies,
and return the ballots - this can take more than an hour.

As polling places report in, their results are tabulated and
compiled into countywide results.

The posted results are updated periodically throughout the night.
When all polling places have reported, the Election Night counting
is done; however, there are still more ballots to count and a lot
more work to do before the results become official (see below).

Ballots counted after Election Day

"Last Minute" Vote by Mail Ballots: Vote by Mail ballots that
arrive the day before or on Election Day either by mail, returned at
a polling place or deposited in a Ballot Drop Box, are processed,
and counted in the days after Election Day and therefore are not
included in the election night results reporting.

Postmarked Vote by Mail Ballots: Under California law, ballots
may be counted even if they arrive after Election Day, as long as
they are received by mail no later than 7 days after the election and
are postmarked on or before Election Day.

Missing or Mismatched Signature: A voter's signature on the
returned vote-by-mail identification envelope must compare with
the signature(s) in the voter's registration record. If the voter did
not sign the ballot envelope, or if the elections official has
determined that the signature on the envelope does not compare
to the signature(s) of the voter in the voter's record, the ROV will,
provide the voter with the applicable notice to cure the missing or
mismatched signature. This notice must be returned to the ROV no
later than 2 days prior to the certification of the election.
Provisional Ballots: These are the last ballots counted because
they must be researched and verified; it may take a few weeks, but
every valid vote will be counted.
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WARNING: CORRUPTING THE VOTING PROCESS IS
PROHIBITED!

VIOLATIONS SUBJECT TO FINE AND/OR IMPRISONMENT.
WHAT ACTIVITIES ARE PROHIBITED:

« DO NOT commit or attempt to commit election fraud.

« DO NOT provide any sort of compensation or bribery to, in any
fashion or by any means induce or attempt to induce, a person
to vote or refrain from voting.

« DO NOT illegally vote.

« DO NOT attempt to vote or aid another to vote when not entitled
to vote.

« DO NOT engage in electioneering; photograph or record a voter
entering or exiting a polling place; or obstruct ingress, egress,
or parking.

« DO NOTchallenge a person’s right to vote or prevent voters
from voting; delay the process of voting; or fraudulently advise
any person that he or she is not eligible to vote or is not
registered to vote.

« DO NOT attempt to ascertain how a voter voted their ballot.

« DO NOT possess or arrange for someone to possess a
firearm in the immediate vicinity of a polling place, with
some exceptions.

« DO NOT appear or arrange for someone to appear in the
uniform of a peace officer, guard, or security personnelin
the immediate vicinity of a polling place, with some
exceptions.

« DO NOT tamper or interfere with any component of a voting
system.

« DO NOT forge, counterfeit, or tamper with the returns of an
election.
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« DO NOT alter the returns of an election.

« DO NOT tamper with, destroy, or alter any polling list, official
ballot, or ballot container.

« DO NOT display any unofficial ballot collection container that

may deceive a voter into believing it is an official collection
box.

« DO NOT tamper or interfere with copy of the results of votes cast.

« DO NOT coerce or deceive a person who cannot read or an
elder into voting for or against a candidate or measure
contrary to their intent.

« DO NOT act as an election officer when you are not one.

EMPLOYERS cannot require or ask their employee to bring their
vote by mail ballot to work or ask their employee to vote their ballot
at work. At the time of payment of salary or wages, employers cannot
enclose materials that attempt to influence the political opinions or
actions of their employee.

PRECINCT BOARD MEMBERS cannot attempt to determine how a
voter voted their ballot or, if that information is discovered,
disclose how a voter voted their ballot.

The prohibitions on activity related to corruption of the voting
process summarized above are set forth in Chapter 6 of Division
18 of the California Elections Code.
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WARNING: ELECTIONEERING PROHIBITED!
VIOLATIONS CAN LEAD TO FINES AND/OR IMPRISONMENT.

WHERE:

e Within the immediate vicinity of a person in line to cast
their ballot or within 100 feet of the entrance of a polling
place, curbside voting or drop box the following activities
are prohibited.

WHAT ACTIVITIES ARE PROHIBITED:

e DO NOT ask a person to vote for or against any candidate
or ballot measure.

e DO NOT display a candidate’s name, image, or logo.

e DO NOT block access to or loiter near any ballot drop
boxes.

e DO NOT provide any material or audible information for
or against any candidate or ballot measure near any
polling place, vote center, or ballot drop box.

e DO NOT circulate any petitions, including for initiatives,
referenda, recall, or candidate nominations.

e DO NOT distribute, display, or wear any clothing (hats,
shirts, signs, buttons, stickers) that include a candidate’s
name, image, logo, and/or support or oppose any
candidate or ballot measure.

e DO NOT display information or speak to a voter about the
voter’s eligibility to vote.

The electioneering prohibitions summarized above are set
forth in Article 7 of Chapter 4 of Division 18 of the California
Elections Code.

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Assistance for Voters with Disabilities

San Luis Obispo County is committed to ensuring every voter can cast
their ballot privately and independently. Below is detailed information
about assistance that the County offers to voters with disabilities.

e Vote by Mail: Your ballot has automatically been sent to you. Keep
safe and return your ballot by mail, drop box, or Voter Service
Center.

e Vote at a Polling Place: On Election Day, you may choose up to two
people to help you vote at any polling place or County Clerk-
Recorder’s office. This person cannot be: * your employer or anyone
who works for your employer « your labor union leader or anyone
who works for your labor union.

Accessible ballot-marking machines (ICX) are available at every
polling place on Election Day and at the County Clerk-Recorder’s
office 29 days prior to the election.

e Curbside voting: If you arrive at a polling place and cannot get to
the voting area, ask for assistance.

e Accessible Voter Information Guide on the Web: Voter Information
Guides are available on the County Clerk-Recorder’s website with
the use of personal accessible navigational tools and screen reader
technology. Large print format of the County Voter Information
Guide is available upon request.

Remote Accessible Vote by Mail

A new voting experience can be provided by the elections staff for all
voters, including those with disabilities by using web-based tools on a
personal computer, printer, and one's personal assistive device(s)
(screen readers, tactile switches, closed captioning, sip and puff system,
etc.) to access and mark one’s ballot, then returning it by mail to the
Elections Office.

ORDINANCE NO. 715

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ARROYO GRANDE
ADDING CHAPTER 3.23 TO TITLE 3 OF THE ARROYO
GRANDE MUNICIPAL CODE RELATED TO A
TRANSACTIONS AND USE TAX TO BE ADMINISTERED
BY THE CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF TAX AND FEE
ADMINISTRATION

WHEREAS, Revenue and Taxation Code section 7285.9 authorizes the City of Arroyo Grande
(“City”), subject to approval by a majority vote of the qualified voters of the City voting in an
election on the issue, to levy a transactions and use tax pursuant to the Transactions and Use
Tax Law at a rate of 0.125% or any multiple thereof for general purposes and projects; and

WHEREAS, Section 2(b) of Article XIII C of the California Constitution, added by Proposition
218 effective November, 1996, requires that the measure proposing a general tax be submitted
to the voters at an election consolidated with a regularly scheduled general election for
members of the governing body of the local government; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to California Constitution Article XIII C, section 2 and Elections Code
section 10201, the City has determined to submit a proposition to enact an ordinance
establishing a transactions and use tax to the voters at the City's next regular election; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to California Elections Code section 9222, the City Council has authority
to place measures on the ballot to be considered at a General Municipal Election and desires
to place a local funding measure on the ballot at the statewide general election on November
8, 2022; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code Section 53724(b) and Revenue & Taxation Code
Section 7285.9, this ordinance proposing the transactions and use tax requires approval by a
two-thirds (2/3) vote of all members of the City Council and approval of the ballot measure and
the ordinance by majority of the voters casting votes at the General Municipal Election on
November 8, 2022.

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ARROYO GRANDE, CALIFORNIA DO HEREBY ORDAIN
AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Addition of Chapter 3.23. Chapter 3.23 is hereby added to Title 3 of the Arroyo
Grande Municipal Code to read as follows:

Chapter 3.23 - TRANSACTIONS AND USE TAX.
3.23.010 - Short title.

This chapter shall be known as the “Transactions and Use Tax” and shall
be applicable in the incorporated territory of the City of Arroyo Grande
(“city”). This chapter shall complement, and not replace or supersede, the
city’s existing sales and use tax, as such tax is described in Chapter 3.20
and existing transaction and use tax Chapter 3.22 of Title 3 of the Arroyo
Grande Municipal Code.
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3.23.020 - Definitions.

For the purpose of this chapter the following words terms shall have
the meaning given in this section:

“In the city” means and includes all territory within the city limits.

“Operative Date” means the first day of the first calendar quarter
commencing more than 110 days after the later of the adoption of this
chapter and the approval by the voters of the city of a measure approving
the imposition of an increased transactions and use tax; provided that, if
the city shall not have entered into a contract with the California
Department of Tax and Fee Administration as required by section 3.11.040
prior to such date, the operative date shall be the first day of the first
calendar quarter following the execution of such a contract.

3.23.030 - Purpose.

This chapter of the Arroyo Grande Municipal Code has been adopted
for the following purposes, and directs that the provisions hereof be
interpreted in order to accomplish those purposes:

A. To impose a retail transactions and use tax in accordance
with the provisions of Part 1.6 (commencing with Section 7251) of Division
2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code and Section 7285.9 of Part 1.7 of
Division 2, which authorizes the city to adopt this tax. This chapter shall be
operative if a majority of the electors voting on the measure vote to
approve the imposition of the tax at an election called for that purpose.

B. To adopt a retail transactions and use tax that incorporates
provisions identical to those of the Sales and Use Tax Law of the State of
California insofar as those provisions are not inconsistent with the
requirements and limitations contained in Part 1.6 of Division 2 of the
Revenue and Taxation Code.

C. To adopt a retail transactions and use tax that imposes a
tax and provides a measure therefor that can be administered and
collected by the California Department of Tax and Fee Administration in a
manner that adapts itself as fully as practicable to, and requires the least
possible deviation from, the existing statutory and administrative
procedures followed by the California Department of Tax and Fee
Administration in administering and collecting the California State Sales
and Use Taxes.

D. To adopt a retail transactions and use tax that can be
administered in a manner that will, to the greatest degree possible, be
consistent with the provisions of Part1.6 of Division 2 of the said Revenue
and Taxation Code, and thereby minimize the cost of collecting city
transactions and use taxes, and at the same time minimize the burden of
record keeping upon persons subject to taxation under the provisions
thereof,

3.23.040 - Contract with state.
Prior to the operative date, the city shall contract with the
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California Department of Tax and Fee Administration to perform all
functions incidental to the administration and operation of this transactions
and use tax ordinance. If the city has not contracted with the California
Department of Tax and Fee Administration prior to the operative date, it
shall nevertheless so contract and in such a case, the operative date shall
be the first day of the first calendar quarter following the execution of such
a contract. The city council may make any technical amendments to this
chapter required by the California Department of Tax and Fee
Administration, except for any changes affecting the tax rate, tax
methodology, or its manner of collection.

3.23.050 - Imposition of transactions and use tax — Rate.

For the privilege of selling tangible personal property at retail, a
tax is hereby imposed upon all retailers in the incorporated territory of the
city at the rate of one percent (1%) of the gross receipts of any retailer from
the sale of all tangible personal property sold at retail in the city on and
after the operative date of this chapter.

3.23.060 - Place of sale.

For the purposes of this chapter, all retail sales are
consummated at the place of business of the retailer, unless the tangible
personal property sold is delivered by the retailer or his agent to an out-of-
state destination or to a common carrier for delivery to an out-of-state
destination. The gross receipts from such sales shall include delivery
charges, when such charges are subject to the state sales and use tax,
regardless of the place to which delivery is made. In the event a retailer
has no permanent place of business in the state or has more than one
place of business, the place or places at which the retail sales are
consummated shall be determined under rules and regulations to be
prescribed and adopted by the California Department of Tax and Fee
Administration.

3.23.070 - Imposition of use tax — Use tax rate.

An excise tax is hereby imposed on the storage, use, or other
consumption in the city of tangible personal property purchased from any
retailer on or after the operative date of this chapter for storage, use or
other consumption in said territory at the rate of one percent (1%) of the
sales price of the property subject to the tax. The sales price shall include
delivery charges when such charges are subject to state sales or use tax
regardless of the place to which delivery is made.

3.23.080 - Adoption of provisions of state law — Generally.

Except as otherwise provided in the chapter and except insofar
as they are inconsistent with the provisions of Part 1.6 of Division 2 of the
Revenue and Taxation Code, all of the provisions of Part 1 (commencing
with § 6001) of Division 2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code are hereby
adopted and made a part of this chapter as though fully set forth herein.
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3.23.090 - Adoption of provisions of state law - Limitations;
Limitations on collection of use taxes.

In adopting the provisions of Part 1 of Division 2 of the Revenue and
Taxation Code:

A. Wherever the State of California is named or referred to as
the taxing agency, the name of this City shall be substituted therefore.
However, the substitution shall not be made when:

1. The word “State” is used as a part of the title of the
State Controller, State Treasurer, State Treasury, or the Constitution of
the State of California;

2. The result of that substitution would require action
to be taken by or against this city or any agency, officer, or employee
thereof rather than by or against the California Department of Tax and Fee
Administration, in performing the functions incident to the administration or
operation of this chapter.

3. In those sections, including, but not necessarily
limited to sections referring to the exterior boundaries of the State of
California, where the result of the substitution would be to:

a. Provide an exemption from this tax with
respect to certain sales, storage, use or other consumption of tangible
personal property which would not otherwise be exempt from this tax while
such sales, storage, use or other consumption remain subject to tax by the
state under the provisions of Part 1 of Division 2 of the Revenue and
Taxation Code, or;

b. Impose this tax with respect to certain
sales, storage, use or other consumption of tangible personal property
which would not be subject to tax by the state under the said provision of
that code.

4. In Sections 6701, 6702 (except in the last
sentence thereof), 6711, 6715, 6737, 6797 or 6828 of the Revenue and
Taxation Code.

B. The word “city” shall be substituted for the word “State” in
the phrase “retailer engaged in business in this State” in Section 6203 and
in the definition of that phrase in Section 6203.

3.23.100 - Permit not required.

If a seller's permit has been issued to a retailer under Section
6067 of the Revenue and Taxation Code, an additional transactor’s permit
shall not be required by this chapter.

3.23.110 - Exemptions and exclusions.

A. Measure of Tax. There shall be excluded from the measure
of the transactions and use tax the amount of any sales tax or use tax
imposed by the State of California or by any city, city and county, or
county pursuant to the Bradley-Burns Uniform Local Sales and Use Tax
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Law or the amount of any state-administered transactions or use tax.

B. Transactions Tax Exemptions. There are exempted from
the computation of the amount of transactions tax the gross receipts from:

1. Sales of tangible personal property, other than fuel
or petroleum products, to operators of aircraft to be used or consumed
principally outside the county in which the sale is made and directly and
exclusively in the use of such aircraft as common carriers of persons or
property under the authority of the laws of this State, the United States,
or any foreign government.

2. Sales of property to be used outside the city which
is shipped to a point outside the city, pursuant to the contract of sale, by
delivery to such point by the retailer or his agent, or by delivery by the
retailer to a carrier for shipment to a consignee at such point. For the
purposes of this paragraph, delivery to a point outside the city shall be
satisfied:

a. With respect to vehicles (other than
commercial vehicles) subject to registration pursuant to Chapter 1
(commencing with Section 4000) of Division 3 of the Vehicle Code, aircraft
licensed in compliance with Section 21411 of the Public Utilities Code, and
undocumented vessels registered under Division 3.5 (commencing with
Section 9840) of the Vehicle Code by registration to an out-of-city address
and by a declaration under penalty of perjury, signed by the buyer, stating
that such address is, in fact, his or her principal place of residence; and

b. With respect to commercial vehicles, by
registration to a place of business out-of-city and declaration under penalty
of perjury, signed by the buyer, that the vehicle will be operated from that
address.

3. The sale of tangible personal property if the seller
is obligated to furnish the property for a fixed price pursuant to a contract
entered into prior to the operative date.

4. A lease of tangible personal property which is a
continuing sale of such property, for any period of time for which the lessor
is obligated to lease the property for an amount fixed by the lease prior to
the operative date.

5. For the purposes of subsections (3) and (4) of this
section, the sale or lease of tangible personal property shall be deemed
not to be obligated pursuant to a contract or lease for any period of time
for which any party to the contract or lease has the unconditional right to
terminate the contract or lease upon notice, whether or not such right is
exercised.

C. Use Tax Exemptions. There are exempted from the use tax
imposed by this chapter, the storage, use or other consumption in this city
of tangible personal property:
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1. The gross receipts from the sale of which have
been subject to a transactions tax under any state-administered
transactions and use tax ordinance.

2. Other than fuel or petroleum products purchased
by operators of aircraft and used or consumed by such operators directly
and exclusively in the use of such aircraft as common carriers of persons
or property for hire or compensation under a certificate of public
convenience and necessity issued pursuant to the laws of this State, the
United States, or any foreign government. This exemption is in addition to
the exemptions provided in Sections 6366 and 6366.1 of the Revenue and
Taxation Code of the State of California.

3. If the purchaser is obligated to purchase the
property for a fixed price pursuant to a contract entered into prior to the
operative date.

4. Ifthe possession of, or the exercise of any right or
power over, the tangible personal property arises under a lease which is a
continuing purchase of such property for any period of time for which the
lessee is obligated to lease the property for an amount fixed by a lease
prior to the operative date.

5. For the purposes of subsections (3) and (4) of this
section, storage, use, or other consumption, or possession of, or exercise
of any right or power over, tangible personal property shall be deemed not
to be obligated pursuant to a contract or lease for any period of time for
which any party to the contract or lease has the unconditional right to
terminate the contract or lease upon notice, whether or not such right is
exercised.

D. Exemption from Collection of Use Tax. Except as provided
in subsection (E), a retailer engaged in business in the city shall not be
required to collect use tax from the purchaser of tangible personal
property, unless the retailer ships or delivers the property into the city or
participates within the city in making the sale of the property, including, but
not limited to, soliciting or receiving the order, either directly or indirectly,
at a place of business of the retailer in the city or through any
representative, agent, canvasser, solicitor, subsidiary, or person in the city
under the authority of the retailer.

E. Retailer Not Exempt from Collection of Use Tax. “A retailer
engaged in business in the city” shall also include any retailer of any of the
following: vehicles subject to registration pursuant to Chapter 1
(commencing with Section 4000) of Division 3 of the Vehicle Code, aircraft
licensed in compliance with Section 21411 of the Public Utilities Code, or
undocumented vessels registered under Division 3.5 (commencing with
Section 9840) of the Vehicle Code. That retailer shall be required to collect
use tax from any purchaser who registers or licenses the vehicle, vessel,
or aircraft at an address in the city.

F. Credit Against Use Tax for Transactions Tax Paid
Elsewhere. Any person subject to use tax under this chapter may credit
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against that tax any transactions tax or reimbursement for transactions tax
paid to a district imposing, or retailer liable for a transactions tax pursuant
to Part 1.6 of Division 2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code with respect
to the sale to the person of the property the storage, use or other
consumption of which is subject to the use tax.

3.23.120 - Adoption of amendments to state law.

All amendments subsequent to the effective date of this chapter
to Part 1 of Division 2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code relating to sales
and use taxes and which are not inconsistent with Part 1.6 and Part 1.7 of
Division 2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code, and all amendments to Part
1.6 and Part 1.7 of Division 2 of the Revenue and Taxation Code, shall
automatically become a part of this chapter, provided however, that no
such amendment shall operate so as to affect the rate of tax imposed by
this chapter.

3.23.130 - Enjoining collection prohibited.

No injunction or writ of mandate or other legal or equitable
process shall issue in any suit, action, or proceeding in any court against
the State or the city, or against any officer of the State or the city, to prevent
or enjoin the collection hereunder, or Parts 1.6 of Division 2 of the Revenue
and Taxation Code, of any tax or any amount of tax required to be
collected.

3.23.140. Annual Report.

City shall annually mail to each household an annual report, which
presents in summary form expenditures from the prior fiscal year from
revenue generated from the Transactions and Use Tax and budgeted
expenditures for the upcoming fiscal year.

3.23.150. Period Review.

The City Council shall consider reduction or repeal of the Transactions
and Use Tax at public hearings every five years after the effective date of
this ordinance.

SECTION 2. Use of Tax Proceeds. All proceeds of the tax levied and imposed hereunder
shall be accounted for and paid into the City of Arroyo Grande General Fund, and may be
used for any lawful purpose as designated by the City Council.

SECTION 3. Effective Date. Pursuant to the California Constitution Article XIIIC(2)(b) and
California Elections Code 9217, if approved by a majority vote of the qualified voters of the City
voting on the issue at the November 8, 2022 General Municipal Election, this ordinance shall
be deemed valid and binding and shall be considered adopted upon the date that the vote is
declared by the City Council, and shall go into effect ten (10) days after that date.

SECTION 4. Severability. If any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for
any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a decision of a court of competent
jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining provisions of this
Ordinance. The People of the City of Arroyo Grande hereby declare that they would have
adopted this Ordinance irrespective of the invalidity of any particular portion thereof and
intends that the invalid portions should be severed and the balance of the Ordinance be
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enforced.

SECTION 5. Statutory Authority for Tax. This ordinance is adopted pursuant to Revenue and
Taxation Code section 7285.9.

SECTION 6. Codification. Upon adoption of this ordinance pursuant to the voter approval
referenced in this ordinance, the City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to codify this
ordinance in the Arroyo Grande Municipal Code.

This ordinance was thereby adopted by the voters at the November 8, 2022 General Election
and shall take effect as provided by law.
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IMPARTIAL ANALYSIS OF MEASURE D-22

This ballot measure proposes a general purpose tax that requires a majority vote for adoption. If
approved by the voters, it would enact a one percent (1%) transactions and use tax rate on retail
sales within the City of Arroyo Grande. This tax will add one cent (1¢) to each one dollar ($1.00)
of taxable sales. It would add Chapter 3.23 to Title 3 of the Arroyo Grande Municipal Code titled
“Transactions and Use Tax,” and will complement, and not replace or supersede, the City's
existing sales and use tax and transaction and use tax in Chapters 3.20 and 3.22, respectively.

The proposed transactions and use tax, like the current sales tax, would be imposed upon the
sale of all tangible personal property sold at retail within the City of Arroyo Grande, as well as
upon the storage, use, or other consumption of tangible personal property purchased from any
retailer within the City of Arroyo Grande. If this measure is approved by the voters, the combined
sales tax and transactions and use tax rate within the City of Arroyo Grande will be eight and
three quarters percent (8%%). The proposed tax would be applied equally to residents and
nonresidents making retail purchases in the City of Arroyo Grande.

If this measure is approved by the voters, every year the Arroyo Grande City Council will be
required to publish and distribute a report to each household within the City setting forth the
revenues and expenditures from the proceeds of the one cent tax and shall also be required to
hold a public hearing and review the tax every five years to determine whether it is necessary for
the tax to remain in effect or if it should be reduced or repealed. The measure was placed on the
ballot by the City Council.

Revenues generated from the proposed transactions and use tax are not restricted and would
be deposited into the City’'s General Fund to be used by the City to fund any general City projects,
programs, operations and services, including, but not limited to, maintenance, repair and
upgrades of the City’s streets, sidewalks, stormwater facilities, and other infrastructure, public
safety services, and other City programs and facilities.

The tax would be administered by the California Department of Tax and Fee Administration under
contract with the City of Arroyo Grande.

If Measure D-22 is approved, it is estimated that revenues from this tax will generate
approximately $5,600,000 annually.

A “yes” vote on Measure D-22 is a vote in favor of authorizing the proposed sales tax.
A “no” vote on Measure D-22 is a vote against authorizing the proposed sales tax.

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VOTER BILL OF RIGHTS

1. You have the right to vote if you are a registered voter. You are eligible
to vote if you are a U.S. citizen living in California, at least 18 years old,
registered where you currently live, not currently serving a state or federal
prison term for the conviction of a felony, and not currently found mentally
incompetent to vote by a court.

2. You have the right to vote if you are a registered voter even if your name
is not on the list. You will vote a provisional ballot. Your vote will be
counted if elections officials determine that you are eligible to vote.

3. You have the right to vote if you are still in line when the polls close.

You have the right to cast a secret ballot without anyone bothering you or
telling you how to vote.

5. You have the right to get a new ballot if, prior to casting your ballot, you
believe you made a mistake. You can ask an election official at a polling
place for a new ballot, exchange your vote-by-mail ballot for a new one at
an elections office, or at your polling place, or vote using a provisional
ballot.

6. You have the right to get help casting your ballot from anyone you
choose, except from your employer or union representative.

7. You have the right to drop off your completed vote-by-mail ballot at any
polling place in California.

8. You have the right to get election materials in a language other than
English if enough people in your voting precinct speak that language.

9. You have the right to ask questions to elections officials about election
procedures and watch the election process. If the person you ask cannot
answer your questions, they must send you to the right person for an
answer. If you are disruptive, they can stop answering you.

10. You have the right to report any illegal or fraudulent election activity to an
elections official or the Secretary of State’s office.

VBM Cure Process: The law requires the Election
Office to send a letter and verification form to voters who
forgot to sign their return envelope or whose signatures
did not match their signatures on file.
