G. Grewal suggests a presentation to WRAC before it goes back to planning on April 23",
and A. Pease confirms they will be presenting at the April 1°* meeting.
D. Loucks attended the P&B presentation and comments that WRAC could help to
appropriately define “de minimis.”
D. chipping asks if there is a consensus of de minimis, and C. Howard and G. Grewal
respond that “de minimis” is defined differently for various applications; SGMA defines
it as 2 acre-feet or less per year.

5. Check-in on 02-26-2019 water Conservation Measures Recommendations Letter from WRAC to

Board of Supervisors

A. Pease reviews the main items of recommendation letter previously drafted a letter to the
Board of Supervisors.

Item 1: Convene a joint ALAB and WRAC subcommittee

A. Pease comments that the past subcommittee’s efforts have stalled and asks for redefinition
of goals and efforts.

D. Chipping questions if a subcommittee is necessary given agriculture’s necessary compliance
with SGMA which pulls the basins together.

G. Grewal states that BMP’s should include agencies managing their portfolios, and T. Walters
suggests that “historic water use” should be a discussion point in the outline of BMP’s.

A. Pease volunteers to convene the group and move forward with the subcommittee. S. Carter
volunteers to host.
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Item 2: Recommend that WRAC work with existing county Partners in Water Conservation
Committee

A. Pease references past irrigation education program speaker, and comments that WRAC
should remain partners with them and let them take the lead with their work.

Item 3: Extend the required implementation of water conservation measures to include area
when designated as a LOS |l by the biennial RMS

B. Clark states he met with Planning and currently, water conservation is recommendation at
LOS 3. District 2 is being added to RSR this year, and timing with community planning is being
aligned.

Item 4: Direct Staff to plan, budget, and prepare hydrological studies for non-SGMA basins
and fractured rock sources where needed

B. Clark comments that the Adelaida area hydrological study is starting at the end of the month
with the first public kickoff meeting expected in April.

E. Greening comments on the review of Napa County’s ordinance with respect to its similarities
in application to areas of non SGMA basins.

Item 5: Recommend WRAC work with staff to formalize, maintain, and make available to all
county water users an online Resource Library of BMPs on water conservation supply and
demand practices

B. Clark states that if WRAC put together a library of resources, it could be hosted by the
County’s WRAC webpage.

G. Grewal asks about the unincorporated well monitoring areas and why they are not reporting
in the same way the rain and reservoirs are. C. Howard responds that there are key well indexes
reported on the SLO county water website, and staff have workplan to look at an inventory of
properties and identify nonmonitored wells.

S. Sinton suggests WRAC look to NRCS and UC CE for BMP resources. A. Pease volunteers to
review a draft a letter to NRCS.

Item 6: Direct staff to analyze physical and regulatory parameters and expand groundwater
recharge opportunities in both rural and urban environments

A. Pease mentions that barriers and opportunities are included in Paso GSP, and landowners
should work with RCDs.

C. Howard comments that County Staff are working on projects for receiving funds but need a
higher understanding of regulatory work before funds are allocated.

T. Walters asks that there be a presentation to WRAC on what smaller users can do as part of
the recharge program.
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6. State Water Project Overview

March 26, 2020

Presentation Outline includes State Water Project (SWP) Overview, Policy-related
Activities Update, and Next Steps

SWP confirmed by voters in November 1960, SLO County Flood Control & Water
Conservation District (District) is contracted for 25,000 Acre-Feet Per Year (AFY). The
District has 11 subcontractors with a total of 4,830 AFY subscribed. The District
represents 0.6% of the total SWP

Subcontractors of the District include CSA 16 (Shandon), Morro Bay, Cal. Men’s Colony,
County Ops Center, Cuesta College, City of Pismo Beach, Oceano CSD, San Miguelito
MWC, Avila Beach CSD, Avila Valley MWC and San Luis Coastal USD.

Local Facilities include: Devil’s Den, Berrenda Mesa, Bluestone & Polonio Pass Pumping
Plants; Polonio Pass Water Treatment Plant; Coastal Branch Tank, Tank 2 & Pipeline;
Shandon Turnout; Chorro Valley Turnout & Pipeline; Lopez Turnout, Water Treatment
Plant, and Terminal Reservoir; Lopez Pipeline.

The Export Capability in Millions of AFY has been on steady decline since the 1980’s due
to various agreements & environmental concerns.

In the last 12 years, with the District’s excess allocation and carry-over storage in San
Luis Reservoir, the District has been able to meet all Table A (4,830 AFY) subscribed
deliveries.

In the last 12 years, if the District did not have the excess allocation, 5 of the 12 years
the District would not have been able to meet subscribed deliveries.

There are three policy related activities on the horizon as it relates to State Water:
Water Management Tools Contract Amendment (WMT), Delta Conveyance Project

(DCP) Agreement-In-Principle, and the Contract Extension Amendment
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The WMT would provide more flexibility with transfers/exchanges and opportunity for
recovering costs associated with excess allocation. These tools could potentially reduce
the Districtwide taxpayer obligations for SWP.

Two studies are planned that will inform a decision for the WMT. These studies include
1) a joint-study with the Central Coast Water Authority (CCWA) to analyze the
amendment and its opportunities, and 2) a State-wide storage option study

It is anticipated the WMT contract amendment will be available for decision by the
District BOS by June 2020.

The Delta Conveyance Project (DCP) is expected to be a 30- to 40-mile tunnel, with flows
capacity up to 6,000 CFS, long term reliability is expected to increase from 48% to ~65%.
The project will reduce the reverse flow in the San Joaquin River, reduce dependence of
seismically vulnerable levees, bypass much of the delta ecosystem, and mitigate for sea
level rise.

The specifics of the tunnel have changed in the past 10 years, but the effort kicked off in
2010 with an agreement to fund preliminary efforts. This District participated in this
effort.

The State (DWR) and State Water Contractors have been in public negotiations of an
Agreement-In-Principle (AIP) since July 2019.

The AIP is not the Contract Amendment but sets enough details for the project
description, CEQA process, design and the contract language itself.

The current estimated cost for the District, which is based on total allocation, is $2.5
million, where $1.05 million would be from the subcontractors and $1.45 million would

be from the District for the excess allocation.
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Upcoming decisions related to DCP include the AIP and a funding agreement for
continued design and permitting activities of the project, including CEQA. Timing of
these decisions has been a moving target but is expected by June 2020.

The third significant upcoming policy activity is the Contract Extension amendment,
which would extend the Contract to 2085. The current contract ends in 2035. So, all
financing related to the existing system (including CIP, maintenance, etc.) has to be
compressed for the District to 2035 rather than on a 20yr, 30yr, etc. horizon. Without
this contract extension, costs for the District and the Subcontractors will be compressed
(more expensive).

21 of 29 Contractors, representing 96% of SWP water, have signed the amendment.
Locally, Subcontractors have not indicated eliminating SW from their portfolios.

Next steps for District include monitoring and responding to State-level activities,
keeping stakeholders informed (i.e. the State Water Subcontractors Advisory

Committee), and continue the water management strategies analysis.

! As noted by DWR, the priority for the subbasin has been set to very low (0 total priority points) as a result of conditions being met
under the sub-component C of the Draft SGMA 2019 Basin Prioritizations.

2 Critical conditions of overdraft have been identified in 21 groundwater basins as described in Bulletin 118 (Water Code Section 12924).
Bulletin 118 (updates 2003) defines a groundwater basin subject to condition of critical overdraft as: “A basin is subject to critical
conditions of overdraft when continuation of present water management practices would probably result in significant adverse overdraft-
related environmental, social, or economic impacts.”
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December 18, 2019 - The State Department of Water Resources (DWR) released the
Final SGMA 2019 Prioritization (Phase 2). Below are DWR's final prioritizations for
Santa Maria Subbasin and Arroyo Grande Subbasin:

o Santa Maria Subbasin - very low priority. This subbasin consists of an
adjudicated area and other non-adjudicated fringe areas. However, only the
priority of the non-adjudicated fringe areas was assessed, which include the
Ziegler Canyon Fringe Area in San Luis Obispo County and other fringe areas in

Santa Santa Barbara County.

The County has also accepted a GSP grant funding award from DWR and is now
moving ahead in the consultant procurement process.

e The Paso Basin GSAs submitted the Paso Basin GSP to DWR by the January 31, 2020
deadline. DWR posted the GSP to the SGMA Portal for a public comment period
started on January 31, 2020. The deadline was extended to May 15, 2020 due to
ongoing health and safety concerns.

e The March 18, 2020 Regular Meeting of the Paso Basin Cooperative Committee was

Paso canceled. The next regular meeting is scheduled for June 24, 2020.

Basin e An optional Public Comment Period for the First Annual Report was open until
February 14, 2020. The Report will be updated based on input and submitted to DWR
by the April 1, 2020 deadline. Due to ongoing health and safety concerns DWR will
accept annual reports after the April 1, 2020 deadline from basins with adopted GSPs.

d) Integrated Regional Water Management (IRWM)

The Draft 2019 IRWM Plan opened for public comments on February 19, 2020 and closed March 20,
2020. The RWMG hosted a public draft presentation on February 25, 2020. No comments were
received. This IRWM Plan had 3 comment periods, two locally and one hosted by DWR. It is staff's intent
to prepare the Final IRWM Plan for adoption. In the meantime, the Draft Plan, adoption schedule and
relevant information is available on the IRWM Plan website www.slocounty.ca.gov/irwm.

The RWMG expects to consider recommending adoption of the 2019 IRWM Plan to Board of
Supervisors in an April meeting. It is anticipated the WRAC will consider a recommendation to the
Board in May. A Board Hearing is anticipated for July 2020. This schedule may be adjusted due to
ongoing efforts and response to the COVID-19 virus.

The Prop 1 Implementation Grant was submitted December 18 to DWR. The Board of Supervisors
authorized the Director of Public Works to file the application at the 11/19 regular BOS meeting. DWR
has completed their first eligibility screening and required no additional information submittals from
the District. An award for the Central Coast Funding Area is expected in July 2020.

e) Stormwater Resource Plan

California Senate Bill No. 985 requires the development of a Stormwater Resource Plan (SWRP) for
public agencies to receive grant funds for stormwater and dry weather runoff capture projects. The
City of Arroyo Grande and the County of San Luis Obispo collaborated on the development of a
region-wide SWRP.

The goals of the County of San Luis Obispo SWRP are to identify and prioritize stormwater and dry
weather runoff capture projects in the county through detailed analyses of watershed conditions and
processes, surface and groundwater resources, and the multiple benefits that can be achieved
through stormwater-related capital projects and other programmatic actions.

Project Updates
e The County of San Luis Obispo’s Stormwater Resource Plan received concurrence from the

SWRCB on February 26, 2020.
e On February 25, 2020, the IRWM'’s Regional Water Management Group took the following
actions:
o Incorporated the SWRP into the 2019 IRWM Plan as Index | (upon concurrence).
o Formed a standing Working Group that will assist County Staff in the implementation
of the SWRP.

e Solicitation for Proposition 1- Implementation Round 2 grant funding is expected to open in
Spring 2020 and be open for 60+ days. Approximately $90 million is available statewide.

e The Draft Proposition 1 Storm Water Grant Program Guidelines - Amended for Round 2 was
posted on the SWRCB website on October 16, 2019 and can be found here:

Proposed Ordinance Amendments - On June 18, 2019, the Board of Supervisors authorized
amendments to the Countywide Water Conservation Program. On November 5, 2019, the Board of
Supervisors approved Phase 1 of the amendments and directed staff to bring the remaining
amendments that do not require extensive CEQA analysis as Phase 1.5 and amendments that
require more extensive CEQA analysis as Phase 2. Staff presented Phase 1.5 amendments to the
Planning Commission on February 27, 2020 and received direction to seek more public input,
specifically from the WRAC. The next Planning Commission hearing has been postponed due to
COVID-19. Please see the separate agenda item and attachments in this packet for a detailed
description of the proposed amendments and send comments to khensley@co.slo.ca.us.

Nipomo Mesa - The County is continuing to process building permits subject to the County’s water
offset fees at a 1:1 ratio to fund the Cash for Grass, Washer Rebate, and Plumbing Retrofit Programs,
available for both residential and commercial uses.

Paso Basin - The County is continuing to process building permits subject to water offset fees at a

2:1 ratio for non-agricultural discretionary projects in rural areas and a 1:1 ratio for non-discretionary
projects. These fees continue to fund the Cash for Grass, Washer Rebate, and Plumbing Retrofit
Programs, available for both residential and commercial uses, as described above. The County also
continues to manage the Agricultural Offset Program in the Paso Basin that requires property
owners to verify that new and expanded irrigated commercial crops are not increasing their existing
water use on-site, based on a 5 year look back period, with a 5 AFY exemption for sites that do not
have existing irrigation and are outside of the Area of Severe Decline.

Los Osos - The retrofit-to-build program within the community of Los Osos is allowing property
owners to retrofit washers within and outside the prohibition zone to acquire retrofit credits. At this
time, to earn enough credits to build one single family residence (300 gallons per day), a property
owner would need to replace 5-8 washers; a total cost typically ranging between $4,000-$8,000. ADUs
are required to offset 150 gallons per day.

The proposed FY 2020/21 budget for “Flood Control General” (Attachment 2) has been
prepared in accordance with the District policies adopted by the Board on November 1,
2016 (Attachment 3) and includes an updated 5-year plan. Attachment 4 provides a
general description of the work programs included in the budget request. In the past, the
WRAC has opined on whether it supports the proposed budget, sometimes through an
ad-hoc subcommittee.

The budgeting practices implemented last year have been continued, including:

e Requesting funding consistent with the 5-year plan rather than on a case by case
basis

e Providing information on labor, operations and special projects

e Designation of two reserves - one to isolate $3.1M for emergencies and one to
isolate the balance of reserves that are available for special projects and/or
additional priorities

After accounting for regional services, commitments and organizational needs, funding
is included to support Sustainable Groundwater Management Act (SGMA) efforts in each
basin should additional technical work be necessary for completing Groundwater
Sustainability Plans on time or to support start-up efforts. Unused funds return to
reserves for future allocation to support District needs.

While not likely, please note that the proposed budget may be subject to modification to
address any unanticipated needs prior to Board budget hearings that are scheduled for

June 8 - 10, 2020.
